(Youth Excellence Seminar) Conference in Amarillo June
16 -18. This conference teaches leadership skills and team
building, beyond that it is a lot of fun. Attendees tour AQHA,
the Hall of Fame, and they will even do a little "working
cow horse.” The theme for 2011 is Taking Vintage off the
Shelf (Old Traditions With New Ideas).

You must be a member of AQHYA no
later than May 31 of the year of the show and any transfer
records of horse must also be before May 31.

Youth who would like a position on the Youth World Team
are required to submit a Letter of Intent POSTMARKED
May 1 or hand-delivered to the Youth advisor PRIOR to
May 1- Those who do not submit the letter on deadline will
not be considered for the team. An order of preference of
classes the youth wishes to compete in should be specified
on the letter of intent. Youth who Nationally qualify, or who
are participating in other competitions held at the World,
are also required to submit this letter if they wish to receive
payment of entries/stall fees (providing they also fulfill the
team guidelines for fundraisers, etc.)

Application deadline for MQHA scholarship. Forms online.

June 25

Ending date for State qualified Youth for World Show The
qualifying period for World Show state qualified is Jan. 1
and up to and including those held approximately before
June 25. The Youth team will be comprised of the four
youth earning the highest number of points in each event
offered. Novice youth classes do not count toward qualify-
ing for youth teams. By JUNE 25 the qualified youth must
confirm their participation to the youth advisor. If there is
no confirmation by that date, the trip is offered to the nexg
person qualified on the list. (see By-laws online for point
tabulation details,etc.)
